What is an ACH?

An ACH is an electronic bank-to-bank money transfer processed through the Automated Clearing House Network.  Some examples of an ACH transfer is paying bills online through your bank account, receiving a direct deposit and tax refunds.
Benefits:
· Receive your funds faster than receiving a paper check in the mail
· No need to travel to the bank to deposit as you do for obtaining a paper check – funds electronically sent from the KDOC Inmate Trust Fund to the requested recipient's bank account 
· ACH credits do not have a void date unlike paper checks
· ACH credits do not cost the required recipient a fee
· ACH payments and deposits are the safest and most secure way for businesses and customers. There is less room for fraud 
· Reduction in human error compared to paper checks getting lost in the mail or sent to the wrong address
